 Uzbekistan adopted a programme of measures on developing and strengthening material-technical base of storing fruits and vegetables for 2011-2015. According to the programme, Uzbekistan will construct and reconstruct cold stores for storing fruits and vegetables with the total capacity of 120,800 tonnes, including cold stores of Uzulgurjisavdoinvest Association with the capacity of 50,000 tonnes and Ministry of Foreign Economic Relations, Investment and Trade of Uzbekistan (MFERIT) with the capacity of 45,000 tonnes, as well as private and other enterprises – 25,800 tonnes. 
 The government exempted cold and warehouse enterprises, spare materials, loading and unloading equipment, which are not produced in Uzbekistan and imported within the project, from payment of customs payments till 1 January 2016. Organizations, participating in progreamme implementations, were also exempted from payment of property tax for main assets, used for storing fruits and vegetables with use of cold stores, for three years from the launch of the object after construction, reconstruction and modernization. 
From 1990 to 2010, areas for vegetable crop increased by 140% and for potatoes by 167.7%. In the last 5 years alone, fruit and vegetable production has increased by 1.7 times. Over the past twenty years, the production of fruit, vegetables and potatoes per capita has increased sharply
